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Kemuel Wong was born in Hong Kong and raised in Vancouver. He loved music from
an early age, pursuing piano studies and sang in the Vancouver Chinese Children's Choir.

Kemuel began to take an interest in conducting during his secondary school years at
Vancouver Technical Secondary School. Kemuel's band and string orchestra teachers mentored him and provided
him with opportunities to conduct at school concerts. Following secondary school, Kemuel went on to study music at
the University of British Columbia, graduating with a Bachelor of Music in General Studies: Secondary Education
and a Master of Musicin Choral Conducting.

Kemuel has studied conducting with Bruce Dunn, John van Deursen, Wayne Toews, the late professor Morihiro
Okabe, Kenneth Hsieh, Bruce Pullan C.M., and Dr. Graeme Langager. He has participated in several conducting
workshops and masterclasses in Canada, United States, and Germany led by Kenneth Woods, David Hoose,
Christopher Zimmerman, Vance George, Noel Edison, and Christopher Cock.

In September 2015, Kemuel made his conducting debut in his birth city, Hong Kong, as a Guest Conductor with the
Hong Kong Oratorio Society and Hong Kong Strings, sharing the stage with HKOS Music Director, Professor Chan
Wing-wah in a performance of music by J.S. Bach. Kemuel conducted his first international tour with Vancouver
Oratorio Society in April 2016, performing at 7 churches throughout Taiwan, in the cities of Taipei, Taoyuan,
Keelung, Hualien, and Tainan.

Kemuel is currently the Principal Conductor of Vancouver Oratorio Society Chorus and Chamber Singers, Director of
Chorus and Beginning Choral Ensemble at Douglas College, and Artist-in-Residence at St. Patrick’s Regional
Secondary School.
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Neville is a founding member of Vancouver Oratorio Society since 1991, has served as their

Choir Master for more than 15 years before being appointed as their Associate Conductor in
July, 2018. His interest in singing began at an early age when he joined the youth choir at church. In the early

1980’s, Neville had the opportunity of taking voice training with the late Mr. Frank Huang, the founding conductor
of VOS, who inspired him to develop a great interest and passion in oratorios, choral singing and conducting.

On a number of occasions, Neville has performed as a baritone soloist in VOS concerts. He enjoys performing with
VOS (especially in their tour concerts to Los Angeles, Calgary, Edmonton, Seattle, Toronto and Taiwan) and
conducting at church. When needed, he has served as conductor in VOS small group presentations.

At present, Neville is a member of “The Gospellers” — a quartet which has been invited to present and share
traditional sacred music in different church fellowships and worships. The group has produced two CD of favorite
sacred selections.
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Dr. Ho was honored with the Artistic Achievement Award at the 2025 World Choral
Festival, recognizing his contributions to choral music. He has distinguished himself in both
film scoring and choral composition: his score for My Life as McDull earned Best Original
Film Score at the 21st Hong Kong Film Awards, and his large-scale choral work Music of the
Spheres received the Composers and Authors Society of Hong Kong (CASH) Golden Sail “Most Performed Works
(Local Serious Work)” award in 2005.

He holds a Doctor of Musical Arts (DMA) from the University of British Columbia (UBC), where he also received the
PROCAN Composition Competition (1987) and CAPAC Composition Competition (1988) awards.

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Susan Chanis a piano teacher and a researcher based in the Greater Vancouver area. She has
been teaching piano for approximately 30 years. At the early age of 4, she began learning
music, and has managed to acquire a Bachelor’s, Master’s, as well as a PhD in Music.

With years of experience, Susan is known to be a teacher with good patience and she gets along with children
easily while teaching. Aside from teaching piano, she also teaches flute, music theory, music history, and other
related subjects.

In her free time, she also accompanies and directs a choir of her own, occasionally performing in a local church.
Today, she is still active in the music field, teaching students, performing, and accompanying other musicians and
choirs.

Susan is currently the Accompanist of Vancouver Oratorio Society. She has been serving with VOS since 2017. She is
also the Pianist of Vancouver Chinese Choir Association since 2022.
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Y,mg Cheung Mak studied organ and composition at the Chinese University of Hong Kong,
where he also completed his teacher education. He was a school music teacher for 8 yearsin V& S B
Hong Kong. After immigrating to Vancouver in the 1990s, he became a music teacher in the Surrey School District
until his retirementin 2021.

He is devoted to serving God in the music ministry by playing the organ, conducting the church choir, and writing
postludes. Currently, he serves as one of the organists at First Baptist Church and Pacific Spirit United Church in
Vancouver.



Vancouver Oratorio Society
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Founding objective

The Vancouver Oratorio Society (VOS) is a non-profit
organization founded in January 1991 under the baton of
Laureate Conductor, the late Frank Huang. In January 2013,
he was succeeded by Kemuel Wong, serving as Associate
Conductor and since May 2015 as Conductor and July 2018 as
Principal Conductor. Presently, the conducting team also
comprises of Cecilia Chueh, the Advisory Conductor, and
Neville To, the Associate Conductor.

The Society recruits Christian vocalists and musicians who
share the common passion for classical sacred music, all of
whom carry the mission of praising and glorifying God
through the promotion and public performances of sacred
choral works at a high standard, thereby presenting the Gospel
of Christianity. Currently, the Society has over 80 members
representing different churches across the Metro Vancouver
area.

Performances and outreach

The Society holds two major concerts each year with the
majority being free admission to the public. Further, the
Society has actively participated in many music events and
fundraising activities organized by various Christian
organizations and churches in Greater Vancouver.

Outreach tours have taken the Society to different parts of
the world, from across Canada, to Los Angeles, Seattle, and as
far as Hong Kong and Shanghai. In 2016, VOS arranged a
special outreach concert tour across Taiwan to commemorate
its Silver Jubilee and in June 2019, a joint project tour was set
up to Toronto.
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Equipping the Body
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Collaborations and Accomplishments

VOS has collaborated with musicians and vocalists from the UBC
School of Music as well as other distinguished local and
international guest soloists, conductors, and choral groups. In April
2023, VOS collaborated with Conductor Dr. Joel Tranquilla and the
Trinity Western University choirs to present the world premiere
of Gardens : A Sacred Oratorio - composed by contemporary
Canadian composer, Dr. David Owen Squires.

Since 2001, VOS has also produced songbook, CD and DVD
recordings for free distribution. During the Pandemic, VOS
produced a few virtual projects bringing comfort and support to
wide viewers. A series of concert videos was posted online in four
installments to celebrate its 30 th anniversary.

Serving and Expanded Ministry

Throughout the years, VOS has organized music theory class, vocal
training workshops, music seminar and choral session open to all
local church choir members with the view to enhance their singing
technique, skills, and knowledge. In 2015, VOS also formed the
Vancouver Christian Joint Choir, comprising over 50 church choir
members, to be guest performer at its concerts.

In January 2017, the Society further expanded its ministry by
founding the “VOS Youth Singers” on advancing sacred music to
the younger generation. Besides performing in VOS’s two annual
concerts, in May 2019, these young singers successfully launched
an inaugural concert on their own with strong passion and
confidence to foster the mission of VOS. In January 2020, the
group was renamed “VOS Chamber Singers”.
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VOS Statement of Faith
BEEEREEL

We believe:

1.In the one, true and living God, eternally existing in three persons — Father, Son, and Holy Spirit. The three

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Charles Wesley was born in Epworth, Lincolnshire, England. Being the leader of the Methodist together
with his older brother John Wesley, founder of the Methodist movement, he was widely recognized to
have written more than 6,000 hymns. Through his hymns, Charles Wesley communicates several
doctrines: thepersonal indwelling of the Holy Spirit, the sanctifying work of the Holy Spirit, the depravity
of mankind, and the humanity's personalccountability to God. His hymns have had a significant influence
not only on Methodism, but on modern theology as a whole. He was said to be "the greatest hymn writer
of all times."

J oseph Martin is a contemporary American prolific composer and arranger. Currenty he has over 1,200
compositions inprint. He is a member of the staff of Shawnee Press as Director of Sacred Publications. An
exceptional pianist, Joseph devoteshis efforts to playing in churches and for conferences of church
musicians. His music can be heard in diverse locations across theUnited States and Canada.
